CLASS LEVELS:

All classes are 2 weeks long: Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, with make up classes on Friday.
All classes NOT made up by Friday, due to inclement weather, of any session will be considered complete. No refunds or credits will be offered.

AGES 3-4 (Child must be parent independent, classes are 30 minutes long, maximum 4 children per class)
Tots [Level 1:  Begin basic water exploration. Goal is for child to become comfortable in the water.
Tots [Level 2. Learn fundamental basics to swimming independently.

AGES 5-14 (Child must be parent independent, classes are 30 minutes long, maximum of 5 children per class)
Level 1: 30 minute class- Begin basic water exploration. Goal is for child to become comfortable in the water.
Level 2: 30 minute class-Learn fundamental basics to swimming independently.

AGES 5-14 (Child must be parent independent, classes are 45 minutes long, maximum of 6 children per class)
Level 3: 45 minute class-Coordinate skills for stroke readiness and diving.

Level ¢ 45 minute class-Work on stroke development, with starts and turns.

Level 5-7: Continued work on stroke development, with increased distance and proficiency.

Levels are set up following the American Red Cross Learn to Swim program.

Swim Lesson Policy and Rules

*Group Swim Lessons are available to members and non-members, withTirst priority given to Club members.

eIt is recommended that children between 2 and 3 years old take Private Lessons.

*Please complete ONE form PER child. Form must be returned to the OFFICE with payment to secure your child’s spot.
Registration fees may be paid by cash, check or credit card (Mastercard or Visa). (Checks payable to “Meadowmont Club™).
*Registration is available for all sessions. Register early as sessions fill quickly. If the class you wish to take is full, you will be
placed on a waiting list. You will be contacted if a space becomes available.

A minimum of 3 children is required for a class to be held. The Club will contact all participants if the class is

cancelled to allow you to sign up for private lessons or another session.
